	Keryth Blackgem (Moon Elf)

	(KEE-rith) Lady Blackgem is a noble patron of the arts and a well-known socialite. She sponsors a number of galleries and independent artists throughout the city, and has eyes and ears everywhere looking for new talent, and perhaps other things.

	

	Rennyn Blueleaf (Copper Elf)

	(RENN-in) Rennyn is the Rilisafel, or High Druid, of the Vale and Greycloak Hills, and a devotee of Rillifane Rallathil. Unusual in his openness and rejection of isolationism, he nonetheless does not tolerate bumbling outsiders and has a low opinion of those who live their entire lives within walled cities.

	

	Cerafyn Brightwood (Moon Elf)

	(KARA-fin) Evereska is known as a city of song and story, and Cerafyn Brightwood is legendary even among those who give it that reputation. An accomplished poet and songwriter, Cerafyn is well known both in noble circles, and for serenading passers-by on every street and public garden in the city.

	

	Rhaellen Darthammel (Sun Elf)

	(RAY-len DARTH-ammel) Blade-major of the Swords of Evereska, Lady Darthammel is a renowned warrior and paladin of Corellon Larethian. When Evereska’s forces muster for battle, she leads the war council. Rhaellen also serves as an instructor at the Academy of Arms, trailing warriors and paladins of all faiths.

	

	Erlan Duirsar (Moon Elf)
(ER-lan DOOR-sar) Lord Erlan is a member of the Council of Hill Elders and the chief representative of the larger Greycloak Hills, a charge that he takes very seriously. A strong believer in a wider community, Erlan seeks to improve trade and bring the various settlements closer together with the outside world.

	

	Lash’rael Eath’shennis (Sun Elf)

	(LASH-ray-el EETH-shen-iss) One of the few high mages in the city, Lash’rael serves as the headmistress of the Academy of Magic and a member of the Council of Elders. Her pursuits as a high mage and her duties as headmistress leave her little time for instruction, but she once served as the chair of Divination, and some of the most talented seers in Evereska and Evermeet count her as a mentor and friend. Catching her interest is considered a great honor - or a terrifying prospect.

	

	Haraeth Echorn (Sun Elf)

	(HAIR-eth EK-horn) Evereska boasts a number of Bladesingers, and most of them have been trained by Haraeth Echorn. A warrior beyond peer, Haraeth is also a skilled sorcerer. He is an instructor at the Academy of Arms, and carefully evaluates students. It is a rare honor to be selected for Bladesinger training.

	

	Cyrus Goldenrod (Human)

	(SY-rus) Elf-friend, high mage, and notorious gadfly, Cyrus is the rare human in Evereska. He owns a small villa that formerly housed a rookery, affectionately named Little Featherkeep. He teaches a class on advanced magic item creation at the Academy of Magic, but selects at most one student each term

	

	Ieuan Greencrown (Copper Elf)

	(EE-oo-an) Hailing from the hamlet of Auberfel in the Greycloak Hills, Ieuan is a traveling priest of Bahamut who attends to the local population. He was inducted into the clergy by the ancient brass wyrm Essionanwrath. Ieuan is a calm and gentle soul, but fights with the ferocity of a dragon when called to violence.

	 




	Faelyn Greengrass (Copper Elf)

	(FAE-lin) Faelyn is the Arkan, or high priestess of Solonor Thelandira in Evereska. Rarely seen inside the city, she spends most of her days tending to the outlying villages in the Vale and the surrounding Greycloak Hills. Unlike most other priests of Solonor, she is a healer and not given much to martial pursuits. When needed, though, her skill with the bow is deadly.

	

	Audryn Greymantle (Moon Elf)

	(OW-drin) Art-Blessed, or Faern’suora, Lady Greymantle is the high priestess of the temple of Mystra in Evereska. She is an accomplished magic user and frequently teaches at the Academy of Magic. She is gentle and kind, and constantly seeks to foster a love of the Art among the people, believing it to be the destiny of the elves to recapture their status as the stewards of magic in Faerûn.

	

	Phaerl Hawksong (Moon Elf)

	(FAERL) The high priestess, or Suor'revaress, of Sehanine Moonbow and the chief cleric of the high temple of the Seldarine in Evereska, Phaerl has seen over a thousand winters. She remains in Faerûn, resisting the call home to Arvanaith in order to guide her people. She retains her youthful appearance, but her pale blue eyes show the centuries that they have witnessed. Phaerl is ancient and wise, stoic and plain-spoken, and does not suffer fools, even among the Council of Hill Elders or High Magi.

	

	Gervas Imesfor (Sun Elf)

	(GER-vas IM-is-for) Gervas is one of the few high mages that reside in Evereska. He serves as an envoy to the high magi in Evermeet. Well-respected among the Sun Elves in Evereska, Gervas does his best to remain outside of politics and has refused a seat on the Council of Hill Elders a number of times.

	

	Ayleth Mistwalker (Moon Elf)

	(AE-leth) Keeper of the observatory at the Academy of Arms and Magic, which also serves as the city’s shrine to Selûne, Lady Ayleth is a kindly scholar and priestess. She teaches classes on astronomy and astrology. There are rumors that she is a lythari - an elven lycanthrope, but these are largely due to the association of Selûne with good-aligned were-creatures, and she takes them with good humor.

	

	Elegas Mournthuil (Sun Elf)

	(EL-eh-gaas MOURN-thwill) The Haress, or high priest, of Labelas Enoreth is no stranger to the passage of time. Elegas’ face shows the weight of centuries. Few remember the days when he had two good eyes, or even how he gained the scar that cost him the sight in his left eye. Dour and grim when not ministering to his flock, there are some who joke that he would be better served as a priest of Kelemvor - though never to his face. The truly observant might even catch a slight smile when he hears such jests.

	

	Emrys Shadowtop (Copper Elf)

	(EEM-riss) An unparalleled duellist and consummate rogue, Emrys is a curiosity in Evereska. Born in a remote village in the High Forest, he left his family to pursue a life in the city. Honing his talents on the streets, he eventually earned his way into the Academy of Arms, where he excelled with the blade. His true talents, though, lie in navigating the complex social structures of the city. Trading on the novelty of a Copper Elf moving in social circles, he has become a fixture in Evereska’s high society.

	

	Taenya Silvercloak (Moon Elf)

	(TAEN-yah) One of the newest members of the Vale Guard, Taenya is proud to serve the city she calls home. Hoping one day to join the ranks of Haraeth’s Bladesingers, she is skilled with her steel but basically devoid of magical talent. This does not seem to dissuade her.

	

	 


Jaerys Sunstone (Sun Elf)

	Not even through his second century, Jaerys is the youngest of the chief priests of the Seldarine. Even more daunting is his charge, because as the most senior priest of Correllon Larethian, he claims among his flock a majority of Sun Elves in the city… and a host of well-connected nobles. Despite early threats to recruiting a senior priest from Evermeet, Jaerys seems to have navigated the politics adeptly enough to gain the favor of his congregation.

	

	Eilora Sy’Elaan (Moon Elf)

	(EYE-lore-ah SIGH-el-on) Lady Sy’Elaan is a powerful member of the Council of Hill Elders. She represents the interests of the Academy of Arms, having served as an instructor and is the current headmistress of the school. She is well respected by the nobility and is a leading voice on the Council.

	

	Illundyl Whisperveil (Moon Elf)

	(ILL-un-dill) Dashing and suave, Illundyl is not the prototypical teacher at the Academy of Magic. A talented illusionist, he is confident, irreverent, and a frequent annoyance to the more staid and conservative instructors at the Academy. Barely into his second century, Illundyl is ambitious and adventurous.
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
